All exhibitors agree to abide by the rules and regulations as set down by ROTARYFEST, including the following:

a.
No direct solicitation, accosting or public disturbances.

b.
No annoyance of spectators or other participants.

c.
No distribution of literature except from a booth.

d.
No electronic amplification from a booth or table.

e.
You are responsible for the removal of litter or cost of removal of litter caused by your      booth.

f.
Exhibitors must exhibit within contracted space.  

g.
Tents and structures must meet building codes/fire regulations. 

h.
All goods sold must be family-oriented – Rotary Club of SSM has the right to ask vendor to remove any or all items of questionable nature (to be decided by the Rotary Club representative).

Security is the responsibility of the vendor.
